If you find a Baby Bird

Nestlings: baby birds whose feathers are undeveloped and are unable to perch

· Place the baby back into the nest whenever possible.  
· If you are unable to reach the nest or it is destroyed, use a container (with drainage) lined with twigs and dry leaves.  Attach the substitute nest as close to the original nest site as possible.  
· Confine pets and children, watch from a distance out of site.

Fledglings: young birds which are mostly feathered, able to perch and move about, but learning to fly.  It is natural for the youngsters to be out of the nest.  The parents continue to feed their young while they learn to fly and find food. 

· Return the fledgling to the area where it was found and place it in a bush or on a low tree limb.
· Confine pets and children, watch from a distance out of site.

If the baby is injured:
· Put the baby in a small box on a cloth or paper towels. Place it in a warm, dark, quiet place away from TV’s, pets and children until a rehabilitator is found.

· Do not offer food or water.
Birds have very little sense of smell so don’t worry about having touched the birds.
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
